A-level Sociology also looks at the institutions and
forces which shape and are shaped by groups within a society, such as the media, religion and education. A-level Sociology focuses on contemporary society, providing
an awareness of the importance of social structure and actions in explaining social forces and issues.

A-level Sociology gives you a strong foundation for further study of a range of academic subjects at degree level. It is a good foundation subject as the knowledge you

learn can be applied to all aspects of society and it provides a variety of academic skills especially thinking critically about the world.
