TRAINING OPPORTUNITIES 2010 - 2011
Dear Governor,

Good quality and relevant training is essential if governing bodies are to discharge their responsibilities effectively and efficiently. The 2010-2011 training programme seeks to equip governors with the tools to do precisely that and I very much hope that you will find courses to suit your training needs. It is fully appreciated that sometimes it is difficult for governors to negotiate time off work to attend training courses. What you might not know is that if you are a school governor you are entitled to time off to carry out your role. Section 50 of the Employment Rights Act 1996 requires employers to permit employees who hold certain public positions (including school governors) reasonable time off to perform the duties associated with them although there is no obligation for payment to be made.
In addition to the training courses detailed in this booklet there are two other methods of training available to governing bodies and these are the opportunities for in-house and cluster training. These provide excellent value for money and offer the benefit for governors to choose the time and location of the training. It must be noted however that except where it is indicated, in-house and cluster training is not generally available for those subjects covered by the training courses on offer in this booklet. To take advantage of in-house and cluster training, governing bodies are urged to book early because demand soon far outstrips our ability to provide such training.  More information on the types of training available and the booking arrangements are detailed hereunder:-
In-School training sessions

Training sessions held at the school for full governing bodies or committees to consider particular topics determined by the governing body (or committee). The sessions can be for a full day or for a morning or afternoon or a twilight/evening session. To arrange a training session under this option please refer to page 5 for the booking arrangements, details and costs.

Cluster Training

These operate the same way as the in-school training sessions except that school clusters come together for a particular common training need that has been identified by some (or all) schools in the cluster. The initiative for making all the arrangements for such training should be taken by one lead school in the cluster. This method of training can provide a very cost effective training option for schools with limited resources or specific requirements. To arrange cluster training please refer to the booking arrangements on pages 5, 12 & 13 for details and costs. 

Briefings on specific issues
These usually form part of a full governing body or a committee meeting and are designed to provide information to the governing body (or committee) about a specific area of their responsibility. To arrange a briefing session please refer to the booking arrangements on page 5 for details and costs.

LA training courses
Details of the training courses available in 2010 - 2011 are set out in this booklet. By providing a timetable of courses for the full school year it is hoped that governors will book well in advance of the course(s) thus enabling them to place the dates in their diaries prior to other commitments. Also, by booking early it may avoid the possibility of a course being cancelled. To book LA training courses please refer to the booking arrangements on page 6 for details and costs.

Clerks to Governing Bodies
Every Governing Body needs a Clerk who makes a significant contribution to the work and success of the Governing Body. Equally to enable Clerks to fulfil their role successfully requires an investment in providing the correct training. The importance of a properly trained Clerk is also recognised in the recent Government White Paper “21st Century Schools”. With this in mind the LA provides a number of training opportunities for clerks as follows:

· A two day training course aimed at new clerks, clerks with some experience or for experienced clerks who wish to update their knowledge and skills – Courses will be held in the Summer Term and full details are sent direct to Chairs and Headteachers;
· An intensive ½ day course in school – ideal for new clerks – for further information please contact Governor Support – 01609 535735.

· Twice yearly Clerks Forums at various venues across the County. The forums are provided free of charge and offer a two hour opportunity for clerks to be brought up to date on current governance issues and best practice – full details are sent to schools in the Spring and Autumn terms.

b. To secure a place on a course you should ask your school to book your place following their normal booking procedure. This is important both for ensuring your place and for the school’s budgetary requirements. It is preferred that bookings are made via the on-line booking procedure – please see page 13 for details of how to do this. 
c. The fees for the LA courses are as follows:
· £45 per governor for an evening course (except An introduction to Procurement - £46  )
· £95 per governor for a one day course.

d. Course cancellation fees are:

· Between 1 & 2 weeks prior to course – 50% of course fee;

· Less than 1 week prior to the course  - 75% of course fee;

· Less than 2 days prior to the course   - 100% of course fee.

· The LA reserves the right to cancel a course where there are insufficient applications.

National College for School Leadership (NCSL) – on-line ‘Safer Recruitment’ training

All interview panels established by governing bodies should have at least one governor on the panel who has successfully undertaken the on-line NCSL ‘Safer Recruitment’ training. Governors interested in undertaking this training should do so in consultation with their respective Headteacher who will make the necessary arrangements. 

Responsibility for the online version of the training moved from NCLSCS to the Children's Workforce Development Council in November 2009. The new CWDC scheme will enable anyone who recruits staff to work with children to undertake safer recruitment training, regardless of sector or role, via a single training portal.
