After a break of almost 5 years due to the
pandemic, we are delighted to welcome

a group of 27 students and two teachers

back to Whitby at the beginning of October.
Eskdale School has had a successful exchange
programme with the Heinrich-Boll Schule in
Firth (south-west Germany) since 2002. The
school is in a beautiful forest area of Germany
(the Odenwald) about 50 miles south of
Frankfurt. This visit was designed to restart
the exchange programme with just 4 German
students staying with host families and 23
students staying at East Barnby Outdoor
Centre. The idea was to enable German
