Leadership Team and adopted by the Governing Body on 18 March 2009

Cashing in KS5 UMS Scores
Year 12 (Beginning Summer 2008)

· UMS scores are not to be cashed in to create grades
· UMS scores will only be cashed in if the student is leaving the college (either up to September 20th or the next January)

Year 13 A2

· Cash in AS and A2 scores only if subject teacher believes the student will gain a grade

· Other students may cash in late (up to September 20th) if they do achieve a grade. It is assumed that students close to the U grade boundary will have University places secured against other grades or will proceed through clearing.

Year 13 AS

· Cash in at the end of Year 13 (refer to Year 13 A2 criteria).

General Points

Students will need to declare their intention to stay at College or leave by first week of March

Students are to be informed at the start of Year 12 (September 2009 onwards) that if they obtain a grade U in the January exams then they are expected to pay for their resit.  This money would be refunded in the event of an improvement in grades.
