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Student Travel Policy 
Students who live in the North Yorkshire area can apply for help with travelling to the College, providing the following applies to you:
· Must be aged 16 – 18 at the start of your course and attending a full time further education course or sixth form course in a school or college. Your age is taken as at 31 August.
· Must live three or more miles from the school or college, measured by the nearest walking route.

· Attend the nearest school or college offering your chosen course, or attend the sixth form in the secondary school which is recognised as the normal school for your home address

· Attend a course which is considered to be within reasonable daily travelling distance

· For AS/A2 level applicants – providing you meet the above conditions – North Yorkshire will provide travel assistance to the nearest school or college, or to the sixth form which is recognised as the normal school for your home address, offering AS / A2 levels.  The transport scheme provides subsidised assistance towards your travel costs. Students are required to make a contribution of approx £400 towards their travel costs each year.

· If you are eligible for daily travel assistance you may get a bus or train pass.  In certain circumstances, you may get an allowance towards the costs of making you own travel arrangements.

Transport assistance for special needs students aged 16 – 25 years is considered based on individual circumstances. Please refer to the North Yorkshire travel assistance booklet mentioned below.

For passes to start at the beginning of term, you need to complete and return the application form by 31 July.

For Post-16 students travelling to Malton Hair Academy from Whitby Community College and registered at the College as a Post-16 learner, there may be subsidised transport available. The fee for the transport and level of subsidy will be agreed each year based upon the actual number of students travelling and costs for the year.  Each student will be considered individually by the Sixth Form Team and every effort will be made to reduce costs as much as possible.
For pre-16 students studying off the main Whitby Community College site there will be no charge for transport. However, any lost bus passes must be replaced and parents will be invoiced for a £5 replacement fee. Applications for replacements should be made through the College.
