Electronic Greeting Cards Ltd

Background information

EGC is a small business that specialises in selling online greetings cards.  However, they don’t design all of the cards themselves.

No, most of their greetings cards are designed by independent designers who e-mail the finished cards to the company, and are then paid based on the quality of the cards produced.  EGC usually pay between #1.00 and #2.00 for the cards, depending on the quality of the finished cards.

Activity

· Students – they are the design teams operating in teams of 3-5, depending on how many are in the class (you should have at least four teams).  They are to design a range of cards using either MSWord or MSPublisher, covering such occasions as birthdays, Christmas, get well or retirement.  MSPublisher has a range of templates that might be useful for this activity (see the helpsheet found in …………………………….. that shows you how to use the design templates).  Original designs will be awarded more money.
· Teacher – you are the buyer for EGC.  All completed cards should be e-mailed to you or printouts given to you (this depends on how confident you are using computers).  If you are asking the students to e-mail the cards to you, it’s important that you establish that all students have an e-mail account.  This could be a homework task, with them sending you a test e-mail in advance of the lesson (use your colleges e-mail address so that you don’t get junk mail sent to your personal address – [your initial].[your surname]@whitbycc.co.uk).
Assign each team a number, and inform them that they must include this on all designs submitted.  If the students don’t use the templates (and you can tell the difference), but still produce high quality designs, then give them more ‘money’.  You will have to record the totals for each team, with the winners being the ones who get the most money off you.
