Loops
Resources: One set of laminated cards for each group.
1. Divide students into groups, the size of which will be dependent upon the number of cards in each set (eg: If each set has 8 cards, divide a class of 24 into 3, as far as is practicable).

2. Provide students with a set of cards (example shown on next page).  Each card has an answer followed by a question.  The answer will not relate to the question on the same card, but will instead follow on from one shown on another card.

3. In their groups, students have to arrange themselves so that each answer relates to the appropriate question on another card. 

4. When complete, the group should be in a loop.

	A: To copy a file from a distant computer to the phone / computer you are working upon.
	Q: How can you still contact someone if they are busy and do not answer the phone?


	A: By sending a text message.


	Q: How does a mobile phone give you an advantage over a normal phone? 


	A: If there has been a serious accident or emergency in a quiet country road and you need to contact the emergency services.
	Q: Why is a mobile phone a nuisance?


	A: When it is left on and rings in a public place (restaurant, cinema, classroom, etc…).


	Q: When does a mobile phone become a hazard and danger to the user?


	A: When operated by the driver of a car who has not parked in order to use the phone.


	Q: How can a person be contacted when using a computer to send a message?


	A: If the phone can receive e-mails then that increases the number of others who can make contact.
	Q: Why has there been a huge change in the way people communicate with each other?


	A: The use of mobile phones means that people can be contacted anywhere and at any time.

	Q: What is E-voting?


	A: Using the mobile phone or digital television to place a vote.       


	Q: Some mobile phones allow you to download images and ring tones – what is a download?
