Marketplace
1. Divide the class into groups of three.
2. Allocate a section of a topic to each group and provide them with the resources they need for that section only.

3. Show the students the learning objectives for the lesson which will culminate in a test.

4. Each group produces a visual display (eg: poster) from the resources provided.  Students should be encouraged to use whatever visual media is appropriate (diagrams, charts, images etc) but limit the amount of text.

5. One student (stallholder) stays with their group’s display while the other two (researchers) go out in the marketplace to visit other ‘stalls’.  The stallholder can explain the visual display but only as answers to questions posed by the ‘researchers’.  Researchers make notes as appropriate.
6. All students return to their group and feedback to the others in order to be ready for the test.

7. All visual displays are hidden and students individually take the test in silence.

8. At the end of the test, allow students to compare answers to ensure their group has answered as many questions as possible (Don’t forewarn them of this).

9. Teacher goes through the test allowing students to feedback on their answers and clarifiying any points that have proved difficult.
