Spelling
1.   Circle the error within the word.



2.   Number the error in the margin.



3.   Student’s responsibility to write corrected words at the end of piece 

       of work.



Use professional judgement:

· If the spelling error occurs at the start of the word it is unlikely that the student will be able to find the correct spelling without help.  Write the corrected word above the mistake, number the error in margin.  Student writes correct word at end of piece of work.

· Many spelling errors?  Only circle the common word errors, such as ‘goes’ or ‘does’.

· Do not over-correct.  We do not need to point out every spelling error – this can be counter-productive.

· Technical spelling errors: circle and correct.  Students should record corrected words in their planners.

Punctuation and Grammar
Circle error.

· Teacher choice where further guidance is needed, for example to correct the error.

Apply professional judgement when using this policy.
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
