7. Pyramid (3 things I already knew, but now understand better, 2 things I learnt new, 1 thing I need to find out more about) 

8. Write 1 thing sure about and one thing unsure about – peer teach the thing you’re sure about, find out about the thing that you are unsure about

9. Mini whiteboards – race to give key info, construct a sentence to demo what you’ve learnt, show you know/show me

10. Competitive games – bingo etc

11. What was the aim of today?  How do you rate yourself?  Have you achieved the aims/  Have I?

12. Share you knowledge – explain to key points of lesson to at least 3 other people (move around)

13. Blockbusters

14. Plenary could be using an exercise, which they couldn’t have done at the beginning of the lesson – make it explicit that it is because of the lesson that they could now do it.

15. Write 3 sentences/questions which you think everyone should now be able to do.  Pass the work on and get partner to answer

16. “Thumbometer” – show me how much of today you’ve got (thumb up = everything, thumb down = nothing and all ranges in between)
