Starter activity: Sequences
Resources: Students need a pen and paper each.

1. List parts of a sequence in the wrong order on the board or use an OHP.
2. Ask the students to write the list in the correct order.

3. Ask a volunteer (or conscript) to number the list in the correct order on the board.
4. Ask students to say whether or not they agree or disagree with the order and explain why if there are any differences of opinion.

5. Teacher reads through the list in the correct order, highlighting any misconceptions.
