Part 1

You must: Follow instructions to complete the computer checker, with direct assistance.  Apply techniques learnt to solve a simple problem.

You should: Follow instructions to complete the computer checker, with little direct assistance.  Apply techniques learnt to solve given problems.

You could: Analyse the functions of the computer checker system.  Apply techniques learnt to develop a complete and demanding outcome.

Part 2

You must: Categorise examples of hardware into inputs, processes and outputs.  Answer questions on basic hardware, spreadsheets and word processing. 

You should: Identify input devices that are used to provide feedback in a system.  Answer questions on databases, including search conditions.

You could: Identify less common examples of hardware.  Answer questions involving longer written responses about hardware and social impact of ICT.
