Project brief

1) Looking at how not to create a presentation…

· Have a go at the ‘poor presentation’ activity which can be found on the College website.

· A copy is attached to this pack.

· Annotate the handouts to say what is wrong on each slide.

2) Finding out what you need to do for this project…

· Look at the assessment sheet to see what you need to do for each grade.

· This is found at the back of this pack.

· Rate your current understanding against the objectives by marking a dot in the appropriate columns.
· You will review this at the end of the project to see how much you have learnt.
3) Choosing the topic for your presentation…

· Choose one of the following topics for your presentation…
· ICT in business / the workplace.

· ICT in personal communication (probably the easiest to do).

· ICT in community activities.

· ICT and people with special / particular needs.

4) Researching your chosen topic (done throughout the project)

· Find a range of suitable information for your chosen topic.  You will need to use more than 1 source of information to get Grade C or above.
· Your teacher will provide you with some books but you will need to search the Internet for suitable websites yourself.

· You might also find information in magazines, newspapers or by asking people.

· Decide what information you will use and record the sources in the bibliography table.

· A bibliography is essential if you are to get Grade B or above in this project.

· Create a link to any useful websites you have found in your Internet Favourites - To add to Favourites in Internet Explorer, click on Favourites - Add to Favourites (Create a new folder first, named ‘Social effects of ICT’).  To view the Favourites, simply click on the Favourites menu then select the site you want to go to.

5) Creating a Master Slide to make your presentation look ‘consistent’

· A Master Slide is a type of template and you need to set one up if you are to get Grade C or above in this project.
· Any changes or things that are added to the Master Slide will be included on all slides in the presentation.
· You should create a Master Slide first so that the presentation is ‘consistent’ and looks professional.
· This will make sure that the backgrounds, colours and fonts are similar throughout the presentation.
· Choose one font for the titles and one for the main ‘body’ text.
· Don’t forget to close the master slide so it can be used as a template for all the slides in the presentation.
6) Presentation content

· Produce a presentation giving information about the social effects of ICT.  It should be between 6 and 12 slides including titles.

· Remember that it must be about one of these topics…
· ICT in business / the workplace.

· ICT in personal communication.

· ICT in community activities.

· ICT and people with special / particular needs.

· Here are some suggested slide headings…

· Title slide
· Contents slide (with hyperlinks to each of the following sections)

· Examples of ICT in eg: personal communication (This might cover a few slides)

· Advantages of using ICT in eg: personal communication
· Disadvantages of using ICT in eg: personal communication
· The Digital Divide (Here you will explain how people who have little or no access to ICT in your chosen area will be affected).
7) Interactivity

· To get Grade C or above, you need to make sure the presentation is interactive, eg: use Action buttons or hyperlinks to allow the user to move between slides.

· Allow the user to take a number of paths through it (eg: Main menu with hyperlinks across sections).

8) Range of media

· The presentation should include text and images (Clip Art is a minimum requirement for images but you could add images collected from the Internet or even create your own).

· To get Grade C or above, you need to use more than just text and images.  You should be able to add animations to the presentation but could also add sound for example.
9) Review of progress

· Complete the self-assessment sheet found at the back of this pack…

· Rate your understanding against the objectives by marking a tick in the appropriate columns.  You should have progressed from where you originally marked at dot at the beginning of this task.

· Look at the grade descriptions and identify which grade you think you have achieved - Write your grade in the ‘Student grade’ box.

· At the bottom left of the sheet, write 3 main things you need to do to improve your understanding of presentations or research methods.

· At the bottom right of the sheet, write any questions you can think of about presentations or research methods.

How to add sound to your presentation…

· The easiest way to add sound to PowerPoint is to click on Insert - Movies and Sounds - Sound from Clip organiser.  Then select one of the sound options.
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· Another way is to add sound to an Action button.  To add an Action button, click on Slide show - Action buttons.  Then select the Sound button options.
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· Click and drag to add the Action button then select a suitable sound.
